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CSA Worker Share

Description & Responsibilities

Old Oak Family Farm offers CSA members the opportunity to work on our farm in exchange for a full or half CSA share.  

Work description:

Farm work is extremely varied.  It can include: planting, transplanting, weeding, harvesting produce, greenhouse work, cleaning produce, bunching, sorting, packing CSA boxes, etc.  

Most work is done outside in rain and shine.  CSA bunching and packing is done inside the packing shed.  Workers should be physically capable with a good work ethic.  Walking, bending, stooping, pulling, squatting, reaching, and carrying are all routine tasks involved with farm work.  

We treat our “working share” members as we do all of our employees.  You are held to a high standard, and should be able to complete a task independently, following clear, concise instruction from us.  We take great pride in our farm and in the quality of our produce.  

Commitment:

80 hours of work is needed in exchange for a full share.

40 hours of work is needed in exchange for a half share.

Sorry, we do not accept work in exchange for a smaller percentage of a CSA share.

Work must to be completed Monday through Friday between the hours of 8am and 5pm.  Although our CSA season runs June through October, our “worker share” hours can be started as early as mid-May.  

Time shifts available for worker shares:

Monday: 8am to 4pm (4 or 2 hour shifts, depending on your share size)

Tuesday: 8am to 3pm (harvesting and packing CSA boxes) (4 or 2 hour shifts, depending on your share size)

Wednesday: 8am to 4pm (4 or 2 hour shifts, depending on your share size)
Thursday: 8am to 3pm (harvesting & packing CSA boxes) (4 or 2 hour shifts, depending on your share size)
We understand that you may miss a few hours, or weeks due to vacations, sickness, etc.  You are able to make up your hours by taking on additional shifts or adding extra weeks.  Sorry, extra hours cannot be made up on weekends or after 5pm.  

We are somewhat flexible with our time shifts, but it is important for us maintain a schedule, balance our other employees and see to it that our work gets complete.

If you are not able to complete your hours, you CSA box will be suspended, or you can pay the difference for the remainder of the year.

Children under 13 are not generally allowed during your working shift.  We have other opportunities and events during the year that may be more child-friendly.

Pets of yours are not allowed on the farm.
